In August 2023, First Capital Bank Zimbabwe Limited secured a USD 20 million trade finance facility from
African Export-Import Bank to support SME clients; as at 31 December 2025, USD 1.5 million remained
outstanding (2024: USD Nil), with the facility expiring in 2026.

EUR-denominated SME and Midcap financing facility from European Investment Bank. The loan bears
fixed interest of 6.4% per annum, matures on 2 April 2029, is measured at amortised cost, and the
subsidiary remained compliant with all covenants at year-end.

FCB Botswana has issued floating rate subordinated debt notes of BWP 1 each, bearing interest between
7.41% and 9.36% per annum. The notes are direct, unsecured, and subordinated obligations, ranking
pari passu among themselves and below depositors and other general creditors. Maturities range from
1 July 2027 to 31 January 2030, with early redemption subject to prior approval from the Bank of Botswana.

Related-party loans of USD 5.5 million (2024: USD 5.5 million) were obtained in 2017 to fund the acquisition
of shares in FCB Zimbabwe. These are unsecured, bear 9% annual interest, and are repayable in 2026.

Other unsecured loans amounting to USD 3.0 million (2024: USD 3.0 million) carry an annual interest rate
of 9%, with USD 1.0 million maturing in 2026 and the remaining USD 2.0 million maturing in 2027.

FCB Mozambique issued commercial paper during the year at 12.5-15% interest per annum to meet short-
term funding needs; all tranches, with the final maturing in July 2025, have been fully repaid as at the
reporting date.

Independent Auditor’s Report on the Summary Financial Statements

The audited consolidated, and separate, financial statements have been approved by the Board
and abridged for purposes of this report. Ernst & Young Mauritius has expressed an unqualified
audit opinion on the consolidated, and separate, financial statements. The signed auditor’s
report, along with the audited consolidated, and separate, financial statements will be available
for viewing at FMBcapital Holdings Plc's website (https://www.fmbcapitalgroup.com) in due
course. This abridged report is extracted from audited annual financial statements. The
auditor’s report is on the full consolidated, and separate, financial statements, and not on the
abridged financial information. The auditor's report does not necessarily cover all the
information contained in this announcement. Stakeholders are therefore advised that, to
obtain a full understanding of the nature of the auditor’s work, they may view the report
together with the accompanying financial information.

Basis of preparation

The Directors have prepared the summary consolidated, and separate, financial statements to
meet the listing requirements of the Malawi Stock Exchange (MSELR). The Directors have
considered the MSELR and believe that the summary statements of financial position,
comprehensive income and cash flows are sufficient to meet the requirements of the users of
the summary consolidated, and separate, financial statements. The accounting policies applied
in the preparation of the consolidated, and separate, financial statements, from which the
summary consolidated, and separate, financial statements were derived, are in terms of IFRS®
Accounting Standards and the IAS 29 Directive issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants
in Malawi (ICAM). These are consistent with the accounting policies applied in the preparation
of the previous consolidated, and separate, financial statements. The summary consolidated,
and separate, financial statements were extracted from the audited annual financial
statements; these were approved by the Directors on 27 March 2026. The summary
consolidated, and separate, financial statements have been reviewed by our external auditors,
Ernst & Young Mauritius.

Group Results: Strong Growth and High-Quality Earnings in FY2025

FMBcapital Holdings Plc (“the Group” or “FMBCH") delivered a strong financial performance for the
year ended 31 December 2025, reflecting a disciplined strategy execution which was supported by
extraordinary market conditions in some markets. Profit after tax (PAT) increased 47% to USD 152.3 million,
with a return on equity (ROE) of 42%. Earnings remain diversified, with four of the Group's five banks each
reporting PAT above USD 20 million.

Growth was driven by a 23% increase in customer and interbank deposits to USD 1.86 billion, largely
from current and savings accounts. This funded a 23% rise in income-generating assets to USD 2.54 billion,
supporting disciplined balance sheet expansion and market share gains.

Shareholder Guidance on Reporting Frameworks

The Group's reported results include a significant contribution from Malawi, where First Capital Bank
Malawi delivered a PAT of USD 61.97 million (2024: USD 27.42 million). Its financial statements are prepared
on a historical cost basis per ICAM and MSE guidance, with FMBCH's Group results aligned accordingly.

While Malawi is not currently classified as hyperinflationary, prevailing macroeconomic conditions mean
that reported results may not fully reflect underlying economic substance. Management estimates that,
had IAS 29 been applied, reported PAT would have been approximately USD 17.6 million lower. This does
not constitute a misstatement; however, shareholders are encouraged to consider these factors when
interpreting and comparing the Group's reported performance.

Key Highlights

* Net interest income rose 34% to USD 222.3 million. Non-interest income of USD 163.2 million drove
total operating income to USD 385.5 million (39% growth), with a net interest margin (NIM) of 13%.

« Operating expenses increased 9%, improving the cost-to-income ratio to 36% (2024: 46%).

* Profit attributable to FMBCH shareholders was USD 112.9 million (64% of total PAT).

« Loans and advances grew 17% to USD 905.6 million, with total interest-earning assets at USD 1.36 billion.

+ Credit loss ratio improved to 0.51% (2024: 0.73%), due to prudent underwriting and risk management.

« Liquidity was robust at a 72% loans, advances, and money market investments-to-deposits ratio
(2024: 82%); all subsidiaries exceeded regulatory capital requirements.

Final Dividend Recommendation

The Directors have recommended a final dividend of USD 16 470 275, equivalent to 0.67 US cents per
share, in respect of the year ended 31 December 2025. The dividend, subject to approval at the Company's
Annual Meeting, will be paid on or about 4 July 2026 to shareholders registered at the close of business
on Friday, 19 June 2026, with shares trading ex-dividend from Wednesday, 17 June 2026. For shareholders
resident in Malawi, payment will be made in Malawi Kwacha at the USD mid-market exchange rate
published by the Reserve Bank of Malawi on 19 June 2026. The Register of Members will be closed from
22 June 2026 to 25 June 2026 (both days inclusive), during which no share transfers will be processed.
